203 N. PORTAGE STREET SITE PLAN
The board made a motion by Trustee Wilson, seconded by Trustee Harp and was carried unanimously to approve the Site Plan for 203 N. Portage Street as recommended by the Planning Board and contingent upon the necessary highway permit acquired through the State.

REQUEST BY TAP ROOM FOR EVENT IN JULY
Josh Eppinger from the Tap Room explained to the Board that the event is to be held in the alley behind the Tap Room July 11, 2026, (Alumnae weekend), with music from 6:00 p.m.-12:30 a.m. and the tents would be tied down to concrete blocks, noting the boards stipulation that there would be no drilling into the cement for the anchoring of the tents, the board made a motion by Trustee Bronstein, seconded by Trustee Cunningham and was carried unanimously to approve for the event.

REQUEST FOR OTTAWAY PARK USE
The board made a motion by Trustee Wilson, seconded by Trustee Harp and was carried unanimously to approve the request for the use of Ottaway Park for use as a weigh station for a Fishing Tournament from June 12-14th with a Certificate of Insurance being produced. It was noted that all fees shall remain and a COI listing the Village as an additional insured on the organizers Policy is also required.

There being no comments from the visitors, the session was closed on a motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Bronstein and was carried unanimously.

The board made a motion to enter Executive Session by Trustee Bronstein, seconded by Trustee Cunningham and was carried unanimously.

Following Executive Session, it ended on a motion made by Trustee Harp, seconded by Trustee Bronstein, and was carried unanimously to re-enter the regular session.
